With gas prices
soaring, more

people are realizing the
benefits of alternative
fuels. Advanced Micro
Devices (AMD) saw this
benefit years ago and is
now considered a pio-
neer in renewable energy
commitments. In 2001,

the year after Austin Energy launched the GreenChoice
program, AMD signed on for 12 million kilowatt-hours
(kWh) a year of renewable energy from the inaugural
Batch 1. The following year, they doubled that amount to
24 million kWh annually—enough renewable energy to
power 2,000 average-size homes in Austin year-round.
This past May, AMD’s new limited business partner,
FASL, purchased an additional 12 million kWh a year
from Batch 3, making AMD the only subscriber to pur-
chase green power from all three batches.

“Initiating the original GreenChoice subscription, AMD
quickly recognized the advantage of fixed electricity fuel
costs versus the uncertainty of fossil fuel prices, as well as
the obvious environmental advantages that renewable 
energy brings,” says Rich Weigand, AMD Director of
Environmental, Health and Safety. “These two main advan-
tages proved substantial enough for management to approve
the initial purchase. Austin Energy’s close provider-
customer relationship with AMD-Austin certainly helped.”

AMD has also embraced energy efficiency improve-
ments to reduce energy use. Since 2001, AMD’s energy
efficiency improvements (aided by $41,370 in Austin
Energy rebates) have added up to a savings of more than
500,000 kWh. That’s enough electricity to power about 40
homes all year.

“We are committed to reducing our dependence upon
energy generated from fossil fuels,” says Rich. “We’re
designing energy efficient features into new facilities and
actively promoting conservation at existing facilities.” Keep
up the great work, AMD!
